Hello Kindergarteners and your families!

How exciting!!!  The big day is almost here!  We are looking forward to an awesome year together with you.  We are going to learn lots, make great friends, and have so much fun.  Enclosed, please find a copy of the gradual entry schedule.  On the first day of Kindergarten (Thursday, Sept 4) we will discuss who is in Group A and who is in Group B.   We will make sure it works for everyone! 

A few things as you prepare: 

· Please LABEL all gear/belongings that will come to school.  Use both first and last name, please.  It’s amazing how many students buy the exact same awesome gear.  Labelling is always helpful.  Thank you.  

· BACKPACK – Choose one that fits well.  Big and strong enough to hold a large library book and lunch kit, but not so big that your child can’t walk or hike in it.   Having a chest strap is very helpful - also an outside water bottle pocket  Please choose a zippered backpack, as cinch top backpacks are difficult for kindergarten students.   

· LUNCH KIT – Ensure that your lunch kit is not too big.  Find one that will fit inside student backpack.   The bento box type works well.  Please ensure your child is able to open and close their lunch kit and food containers/packages, independently.  There is a compost bin available for food scraps at school, and a recycling bin for washed out containers. We have a “pack it in – pack it out” policy for all other garbage.  Used zip-lock bags and single serving packaging will go home with students

· INDOOR SHOES - Students will be spending lots of time in these shoes.  Finding shoes that fit and are comfortable is really important.  NO tie-up shoes, please.  ONLY velcro or slip-on shoes in Kindergarten and Grade One. 

· CHANGE OF CLOTHES – Please send 2 complete changes of clothes to school with your child (shirt, pants, underwear, socks).  Please label and put in a large zip-lock bag.  These will stay in your child’s bin for emergencies.  

Enjoy your summer, and see you on Thursday, September 4 at 8:30 am.  Please note that Kindergarten parents come with their child from 8:30 - 9:30 on this first day.
